FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT - NOVEMBER 27, 2022

Dear Brothers & Sisters of Our Lady of Lourdes

The Force of Gravity (Part 2 of 3)
“When | am lifted up from the earth,

| will draw everyone to myself.” (John
12:32

In this Sunday’s Gospel and of
Advent, we read about the Son of Man
drawing nearer and coming to us: “You
also must be prepared, for at an hour you
do not expect, the Son of Man will
come." (Matthew 24:44)

I'd like to reflect on this our hope of
heaven and heavenly reward, referring to
Gravity, a 2013 movie, in which the NASA
astronaut Ryan Stone (Sandra Bullock)
experiences not just gravity but other
grave problems pulling her down.

The two lead characters are astro-
nauts Ryan Stone (Bullock) and Matt
Kowalski (George Clooney) who are in a
crisis on a space station due to an explo-
sion of shiny and sharp metal, thousands
of miles from earth. They are the sole sur-
vivors.

Part 1 of this column was about the
gravity-pull of prayer and essential nature
of prayer, especially when we do not know
the outcome.

In this Part 2, I would like to touch
on the gravity-pull of persistence.

In the movie, gravity is a theme that
indicates that we are all being drawn to-
ward, sometimes, being drawn by our own
experiences.

For Ryan Stone, she has experienced
the death of her own child, a young daugh-

ter. And, in a review of the movie,
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Bishop Robert Barron observes what we see
is Ryan’s constant attempt to escape the
reality and gravity of this tragic death.

Who would not?

Ryan is now thousands of miles above
from earth, but she cannot escape - who
could escape - the gravity of her daughter’s
death. I know we have not been thousands
of miles above earth, but we have all tried to
escape tragedy in our lives.

And, in the NASA space capsule,
Ryan is now facing her own mortality.

Pope Benedict XVI reminded us that it
is not health or achievement or fame that is
the foundation for our hope of heaven, but
rather love: “Love is the foundation of
immortality, and immortality proceeds from
love alone.” (Introduction to Christianity)
The Pope Emeritus admits, for example,
every parent wants to continue to exist in his
or her own children. For this very reason,
the death of child is exceedingly painful.

The Good News of the Resurrection is
not simply that our lives become pain-free or
worry-free but that we also are physically
resurrected in our own bodies. And, so are
others. So, for the parent who has lost a
child, a child who is part of her own body,
the Resurrection of the body is important. It
is best of all Good News.

Resurrection is also about the gravity
of our partnership - not only the partner-
ship of marriage, the partnership of being
mother/father...but also about our partner-
ship with Christ who gave himself up for us
so that we might live and be joined also to
each other in eternal communion.
