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Dear Friends, 
Called by Name – Good Shepherd Sunday 

On this 4th Sunday of Easter—Good Shepherd 
Sunday—we hear Jesus say: “He calls his own 
sheep by name.” (John 10) 

The Good Shepherd does not call in general terms. 
He calls personally. He calls by name. 

And because Christ still calls, the Vocations of the 
Archdiocese of Newark is inviting us to do 
something simple and meaningful:  to pray by 
name for young men who may have a vocation 
to the priesthood. 

Why This Matters 

Holy Thursday showed us the love of Christ the 
Shepherd— a love that gives itself completely in 
the Eucharist. 

That same Shepherd continues His work today 
through priests.  And so the Church continues to 
pray: “The harvest is abundant, but the laborers 
are few.” 

Prayer for vocations is not just for priests or 
bishops. It belongs to the whole Church, to you at 
your table, in your house or car, not only at Mass. 

What You Are Being Asked To Do 

This week, you are invited to: 

 Think of a young man you know who has 
qualities that could make a good priest 

 Pray for him by name 
 Write his name on a “Called by Name” 

card and return it 

This is not about pressure.  It is about prayer and 
openness to God’s call. A Word of Reassurance 

You may feel unsure about writing someone’s 
name down. That’s understandable. 

 You may wonder if it’s appropriate 
 You may prefer to speak with the young 

man or his family first 
 You may not know how he would respond 

All of that is okay. 

Please know: 

 The information will be handled 
respectfully and securely 

 The purpose is pastoral outreach, not 
pressure 

 And your role is simply to pray and 
entrust 

 

A Personal Invitation 

If the Good Shepherd calls by name, then one of 
the ways we respond is also by name. Your prayer 
matters. It may be the quiet encouragement 
someone needs to hear Christ’s voice more clearly.
